A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YUMA,
ARIZONA AUTHORIZING A MEMORADUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN YUMA COUNTY AND THE CITY OF YUMA, REGARDING
THE ACCEPTANCE OF EDWARD BYRNE MEMORIAL JUSTICE
ASSISTANCE GRANT FUNDS TO BE USED BY THE CITY OF YUMA

WHEREAS, the City and the County are identified by the JAG Program as a “disparate grouping” where one or
more municipalities within a county are eligible for a direct award and JAG legislation requires a county to
remain partners with a local jurisdiction receiving funds: and,

WHEREAS, each governing body finds that the performance of this agreement is in the best interest of both
parties, that the undertaking will benefit the public.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Yuma as follows:

SECTION 1: The City and the County will pursue only “direct allocated” funds available from the Edward
Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant.

SECTION 2: By entering into the attached and incorporated Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), the
parties do not intend to create any obligations, express or implied, other than those set out in the MOU which
will commence on the date entered into, will remain in effect until September 30", 2025, and is only valid for
the purpose of the BJA FY 24 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant.

SECTION 3: The City Administrator, on behalf of the City of Yuma, is authorized to execute the attached
MOU which is approved in accordance with its terms.

SECTION 4: The City Administrator is authorized to take all acts necessary to obtain the Edward Byrne
Memorial Justice Assistance Grant funds sought under this Resolution.
