The Howard V. Moore Foundation, a local foundation, through the Community Foundation for
Southern Arizona, has awarded the Yuma Police Department $5,000 for CISM-related training for
first responders. Critical Incident Stress Management education will assist the department in
mitigating stress-related problems for personnel. The grant period is October 1, 2019 through July
31, 2020.
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
